Cragside was the home of William
Armstrong, Victorian inventor and one of
the most successful industrialists of his
generation. Situated 1 mile north of
Rothbury and 12 miles west of Alnwick,
Cragside is now cared for by the National
Trust.

The vast wooded estate is home to
Cragside’s red squirrel population.
There are huge rocks, tall trees,
tumbling streams, exotic plants and

miles of woodland walks.

Following repair and restoration work in
2009, the Iron Bridge opened for the first
time in 30 years. Visitors can now walk
across this iconic feature on their way
from the Rock Garden to the Formal

Garden. The bridge also provides

fantastic views of the house, Debdon

valley and Cragside’s soaring conifers.

The Bunkhouse, set against a steep
wooded hillside overlooking Tumbleton
Lake, consists of two attached stone
cottages. Please note there is no internal

connecting door.

The building is fully centrally heated and
sleeps up to 16 people in bunk beds. The
accommodation consists of 1 room
sleeping 6 people, 1 room sleeping 4
people and 3 rooms each sleeping 2
people. Please note that bed linen, pillows
and tea towels are not provided.

There is a fully equipped kitchen,
including cooker, microwave, fridge,
freezer and washer dryer and lounge
area. A separate shower and toilet block
is situated in the old outhouse. The rental
cost includes all gas and electricity.
Please note smoking and dogs are not
permitted.

The nearby Visitor Centre has tea rooms,
gift shop and information room and is

usually open mid March — mid December.

Guests have free access to the gardens
and woodland. A small charge is made to
visit the house. Please note access to the
estate may be restricted due to forestry
operations from November to March. The
play area, trim trail and estate drive will be
closed mid December to mid March each
year.

To ensure the enjoyment of Cragside by
our residents and visitors, please observe
the following rules:

1. The residences around Bunkhouse
and visitor centre are occupied by staff
members and other tenants, often with
young families. Please respect their
privacy and keep noise levels to a
minimum.

2. Report all loss, damage or breakages
to a Ranger.

3. Bunkhouse, including the shower
block, kitchen, dining area & dorms
should be left in the same condition
in which it is found i.e. clean and
tidy. If not, a minimum charge of
£100 will be made for cleaning
Rubbish should be taken to the bins
area, past the Visitor Centre.

4. Parking beside the Bunkhouse is
limited to 2 cars only
Please ensure that any additional
vehicles are parked in the main car park.

5. At times when the property is closed to
the public there may be hazardous
work taking place, such as forestry
operations. Please consult a Ranger
before planning any activities on the
estate.

6. Swimming and fishing are not
permitted in any of the lakes on the
estate.

7. Vehicular access to Cragside should
be made by the main entrance at
public opening times and by the
access road 200 vyards towards
Rothbury at all other times. Please
note there is a 15 mph speed limit
on the estate.

8. Organised games may be played in
the main car park, behind the
Bunkhouse, subject to there being no
vehicles parked and only when the
property is closed to visitors. Ball
games are not permitted in or around
the Bunkhouse or Bunkhouse yard at
any time.

9. Cragside is home to many animals and
plants. Please do not pick flowers,
drop litter or do anything to disturb the
wildlife or their habitats.

10.Assistance dogs only are allowed in
the Bunkhouse. No other pets are
permitted.

11.The Visitor Centre, including the
courtyard is out of bounds when the
property is closed to visitors.

12.In  the event of unacceptable
behaviour, activity or language, the
Rangers reserve the right to terminate
a group letting at short notice. A
refund will not be given.

13.No smoking is allowed in any of the
Bunkhouse buildings.
