Visit the museum founded by Alexander 
Keiller, the millionaire who excavated at 
Avebury in the 1930s. One museum in two 
buildings - one admission fee for both.

In the Stables you’ll see finds from digs 
in the Avebury area. While the interactive 
displays in the beautiful seventeenth 
century threshing Barn will help you 
discover the story of Avebury’s ancient 
landscape and the people who unearthed it.  

Buy our guidebook from the shop or 
Museum, or browse our wide selection  
of books.

There are always activities for children 
in the Barn. Pick up a leaflet for details 
of other events throughout the year. 

Parking closer to the Old Farmyard and 
the stone circle is provided.  We have 
wheelchairs available in the Barn.  Our 
toilets behind the Barn have facilities for 
disabled users. 

In the stone circle and the museum on a 
lead, but not in the manor & garden please.  
Water bowls are available at the shop, café 
and at the manor gate.  Please put any 
waste into the big bins in the main car park.

The café offers a wide range of home-
made food all day. Children’s menus, 
snacks and ice creams are also available. 

Last admission to the museum is 
5.30pm (3.30pm in winter). Café 
and shop open until 5.30pm (4pm in 
winter). Last admission to the manor 
house is 3.30pm (2.30pm in winter).
Car park closes at 6.30pm (4.30pm 
in winter). The stone circle and the 
other prehistoric monuments are 
open 24 hours a day, every day.

Museum: Stables

In the Old Farmyard you’ll 
find the Alexander Keiller 
Museum: your gateway to 
Avebury World Heritage 
Site.  Housing archaeological 
treasures from Avebury it 
reveals the mysteries of this 
ancient place.  The seventeenth 
century threshing barn forms 
one half of the museum and is 
home to five species of bats. 
Nearby you’ll find a sixteenth 
century manor, tranquil garden, 
dovecote, shop and café. 

Avebury has been a landscape 
of fields and farms since the 
Bronze Age, so you’ll find 
sheep among the stones, 
and occasionally mud.  

As with all great adventures 
you may need sensible shoes 
as some of the walking 
conditions can be rough.
