e Please keep children under supervision
at all times - there are various areas of
open water and other natural hazards.

on the lead for the same reason.

e We welcome ball games in our Courtyard,
but please do not take them into the
Walled Garden.
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Bridges across spill-way
are ‘stone slab’ type.
Width varies from 3’ - 4’
